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Memories of  
Japan 

Pollution in the environment is a  
growing problem and waste manage-
ment is a very important factor to  
control it. Japan has a sophisticated 
waste separation system for homes. It is 
very detailed and requires a lot more 
labor than the United States where we 
only separate waste into two big bins 
labeled “trash” and “recycling”. As 

someone who is interested in studying ways to protect the 
environment in the future, it was fascinating to see how 
differently the Japanese and Americans treat their waste. 

Looking back at my time in Japan, I remember being  
confused and a little irritated not to have access to trash 
cans in public. Most of the time I ended up carrying 
around my trash to deal with it at my host family’s house. 
Some of it accidentally returned to America with me. The 
lack of public trash cans is not without reason. Having no 
trash cans in public encourages the Japanese to use their 
complex waste sorting system at home. Carrying around 
my own trash also helped me become more aware of the 
amount of trash I create on a daily basis.  

In Kashiwa, there are various different categories to sort 
trash into: recyclables, hazardous waste, plastic containers 
and packaging, burnable and non-burnable garbage, as 
well as green waste. For each category, there is a specific 
way that they should be presented on their  
given pick up days. For example, paper, cardboard, and 
used clothes must be separate, held together with string, 
and put out every other Thursday.  

Even though separating recyclables is a lot of work, 
there are many benefits. The recyclables are very profita-
ble because they increase the amount of products that are 
made from recycled materials, which decreases the 
amount of energy spent on harvesting raw materials 
needed to make the same product, and the amount of 
trash that goes to incinerators and landfills. 

The lack of land in Japan, necessitates a waste manage-
ment alternative for landfill. A lot of the waste can be 
burned in incinerators or “Waste to Energy” systems that 
create electricity from the heat of burned waste. Non-
recyclable materials need to be sorted to best dispose of 
the waste. Hazardous waste, which is either dangerous to 
the environment or to us, cannot be thrown in a landfill. 
Other types of waste, such as old Tupperware, shouldn’t 
be burned because they release toxic chemicals into the 
atmosphere.   

I don’t think that the United States will have a waste 
management system anywhere near as complex as 
Japan’s in the near future. It would be a massive culture 
shock to completely change the way that we throw things 
away, but I think we can take small steps to encourage 
more environmentally friendly behavior. It’s never too 
late to start consciously thinking about your individual 
impact on the environment. Even if you think you’re just 
one person out of seven billion on  the  planet,   
every little thing adds up. 
