Ken Miller

August 22, 1922—January 19, 2020
Mayor of Torrance 1970-1978

Ken Miller was and will always be known as the “Sister
City Mayor.”

Ken Miller was elected to the Torrance City Council in
1962 and served for two terms. In 1970, he was elected
Mayor of Torrance and served in that position for two
terms.

On February 20, 1973, Mayor Miller and then-Kashiwa
Mayor Ryotaro Yamazawa signed the affiliation papers
establishing a Sister City relationship between Torrance
and Kashiwa. The relationship is now in its 47th year
and continues successfully through mutually-established
programs, dedicated volunteers, and long friendships
between the citizens of both cities. The TSCA brochure
features a photo of Ken Miller planting a friendship tree
in Kashiwa in 1973. Photos of the signing and tree-
planting are on display in a Sister City showcase at the
West Annex.

The Recreation Center in Torrance is named after Ken
Miller. This is the venue where TSCA holds several
events: the annual Alumni Reunion, the square dance
and chili cook-off, and Bunka-Sai.

In 2008, Ken Miller was honored by TSCA with a Part-
nership Award, for his many years of participation in the
Sister City Program. This award is given to community
members who support TSCA’s mission and the relation-
ship with Kashiwa.

In 2008 also, the Torrance Rose Float Association recog-
nized and honored the Sister City Program with the Rose
Parade float of that year , “Festival of Flowers.” Riding
the float were Hazel Taniguchi, then-president of TSCA,
Akemi Kosuge, representing Kashiwa, Mayor Frank
Scotto, and Former Mayor Ken Miller, who said he thor-
oughly enjoyed the experience.

In an interview by CitiCABLE 3, Former Mayor Ken
Miller mentioned the Sister City Program and how pleas-
antly surprised he was that the relationship has “lasted so
long.” He also said that the Sister City Program was “a
labor of love.”

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Religion in Japan

Religious influence throughout Japan’s
history is brought to life through temples
and shrines that preserve ancient culture.
In Japan, religions with centuries of
history such as Shinto and Buddhism co-
exist with relatively newer or foreign
religions such as Christianity.

During my stay in Kashiwa, I was fortu-
nate to be able to visit a few places that reflect Japan’s
current religious climate. On the first free day, my host
sister took me to her high school in Tokyo to attend class
with her and experience Japanese school life firsthand.
Her school is Buddhism-affiliated, and therefore at the
start of each school day they set aside a minute for all of
the students to practice silent meditation. Sitting at my
desk in the back of the classroom, I was astounded to see
how the talkative and rowdy students instantly quieted
and sat down, heads bowed. Once class ended, my host
sister and her friends showed me around their school.
The most surprising stop on our tour was the full-sized
Buddhist prayer room on the outskirts of the campus.
The students led me up the polished stepping stones and
through a massive wooden doorway to a dimly lit room
furnished only with tatami mats and a lavish golden
altar. Being able to experience a school lifestyle so
distinctively different from the norm in Torrance was a
very thought-provoking and intriguing experience.

On the second free day, my host family took me to
attend Sunday service at a local Christian church called
Nihon Baptist Kashiwa Kyoukai. This church was very
unique because they were known and appreciated by the

community for the Christian preschool they run. On Sunday,
parents of the preschool children and other Christians in the
neighborhood gathered in a chapel above the school for
Sunday service. After we sang a few Japanese hymns, the
pastor shared a very in-depth and structured message about
the 12 disciples. Following the Sunday service, the pastor
was kind enough to answer some questions I had about the
coexistence of Buddhism, Shinto, and Christianity in modern
Japanese society. He touched on various aspects of religious
thought in Japan, including sakoku (a 200-year period in
which Japan closed itself off from all foreign religious
influence), and Japan’s collectivistic culture, which empha-
sizes group goals, tradition, and conformity. He accredited
sakoku and the collectivistic culture to the preservation of
ancient Buddhist and Shinto traditions throughout genera-
tions, and hypothesized that they might also be a reason as to
why foreign religions such as Christianity have believers in
less than 1% of the Japanese population.

Being able to observe Buddhist practices at the high school
and discuss Japan’s current religious climate at the Christian
church was a highlight of my trip to Kashiwa. Not only did it
deepen my understanding of cultural traditions in Japan, I had
a lot of fun talking with students at the high school about
their experiences attending a school so different from mine,
and talking with the pastor and other church members about
the various programs and events that their church organizes
for the community in Kashiwa. I’'m so thankful for my expe-
riences with the TSCA exchange program, and I can’t wait to
go to Japan again! 38
